The minutes of the last meeting 05-03-15, were signed as accurate.

Matters Arising
Peter asked if we had received any nominations for the FA awards, Debbie has not heard anything, but it was left for the clubs to nominate us directly through the CCFA.
U16s responses regarding what they want to do next year, Debbie emailed all this year’s teams involved in this age group, she has received 3 responses, all with different views, it was agreed we need to email them again prior to the AGM to ask  what they want?
With regards to the U13s format next season, it will be 9v9 again, as that is what they voted on.
Camborne Festival, Everyone will be pleased to know that Ray Brown has recovered from his accident/illness that occurred during the festival.
As for the festival itself all went well again, all those who attended enjoyed it, only issue that it was the most expensive venue out of the 3 we used this season.
Cup Final venues, Hayle, Helston and Wendron are all happy with the schedules sent out; let’s hope the weather is good to us this year!!
An email has been received from St Day asked if they could be considered for hosting a finals Day in the future, this was thought to be a good idea, we would discuss this again after this seasons finals have been completed.
Mark has reported to Peter that he has collected all the medals from Tony at Cornwall Trophies.
Programmes, Mandy was asked if she would be prepared to produce them again this year, she said she was willing to do them at the same cost as last year, she would need access to the info for them and numbers required.
Perpetual Trophy Returns, these have been slowly returned, Debbie will email across the list to all committee members to help with the collection of them, Kyle will collect Trevensons and Alan will collect Culdroses.
Girls Cup, it was agreed by all that as sufficient league matches have not been completed, then no Cup Competition would go ahead for the girls, also we have asked the County to stop appointing Referees to the girls matches, as they keep being postponed and the Referee misses out on a paid match.
It appears the futsal went ahead ok, but no club festivals were organised within the clubs as planned, the girl’s football has been very disappointing.
Fines, a list of fines were read out everyone agreed that those discussed which had been appealed against would be voided and Debbie would email to the clubs to inform them.
Correspondence
Tag have requested to submit an advert in our Finals Day Programme, they have also offered to supply the match day footballs, Alan stated they will have our Kernow League Logo on them, Kevin asked if they would be size 4 and 5, which they would . Everyone present was happy for them to submit their advert which Mandy asked to be passed to her as soon as possible.
The County Email relating to the use of rolling subs was read out.
The issue relating to Postponements in April was discussed at great length, it was agreed that the league rules must be adhered to, which state that no postponements in April for lack of players will be allowed, therefore any matches that have been submitted with these reasons will be voided and points awarded. This rule was brought in purposely to avoid a build up of late fixtures at the end of the season. Mark and Debbie will need to edit these matches separately to show that points have been awarded.
Debbie asked if Mark was having problems sorting his fixtures, as the system has a backlog of postponements and fixtures with late results, Les explained how Mark was dealing with a lot of the Rep side work load due to his own ill health, so Alan offered to email Mark with the issues that needed immediate attention and work with him to resolve any issues.

The invoice for the league committee jackets has been paid, but Sharon did query the bill.
Everyone was asked again to submit their expenses prior to the end of May.
Sharon explained how not many clubs are aware of the funding we have available to help them.

We are currently 100% a CHS league which is great.
We need to work on the u16s as to what they want to do next season, we will send out another email prior to the AGM.
The u19 league which was run in the East was discussed, some stated it worked and others disagreed.
AOB
Alan asked if either Mandy or Kyle could check the DBS details of 5 members  who would be going on the Germany trip, the fee was also discussed, everyone agreed that the league could cover this cost of £100.
Les discussed how the organising of the trip was going well, he was very thankful to both Alan and Mark who have taken over most of the organising whilst he was unwell, but now he was feeling much better, they have bag packing organised at Helston and Penzance Tesco to get some funding to cover the cost of an extra Stadium visit in Germany.
Kevin asked if we could reimburse the Referees fee to D Stevenson, for a match which he attended and which didn’t go ahead, Debbie had contacted Wadebridge earlier in the month to get them to reimburse him direct, which they have failed to do, so we need to cover the cost and reclaim it from the club, Debbie will email the club asking them to pay us instead, everyone agreed for this to happen.
